Course Purpose
and Objectives

This module aims to assist students to recognise how politics and power rule
society and determines the hierarchical relations within it. Additionally, to
offer a strong theoretical background that would assist students’ reflection
on the evaluation of their personal perspectives about the Media. Those will
serve as the background on which to develop specialised techniques and
professional capacities in journalism and communication in the second year.
Finally, it offers an introduction to academic research (including assessment
of bibliographical information), critical thinking (focusing on the assessment
and development of argumentation) and academic writing (with information
on academic style and formation of bibliography).

We start with the basic principles and tools of distance education, of
academic study and writing. Apart from the familiarisation with the
methodology of distance education, a variety of analytic and synthetic tools
are offered which are instrumental to the study and the writing of academic
essays and which make academic, professional and everyday life more
rational and effective. Additionally, with the help of Philosophy we examine
the conditions of knowledge and the characteristics of evaluative judgements
in order to be well-documented, sound and (even) objective. In the same
direction, we offer logical tools of Critical Thinking in order to spot fallacies
and to achieve convincing argumentation. The question of objectivity and
soundness, apart from its instrumental value for academic research, is also
important for the function of journalism and communication. Based on the
epistemological foundations of journalism and communication, we then
explore the normative implications they entail for the journalist and the
communications professional.

Then, we’re moved to the Political Sciences for a systematic mapping of the
political phenomenon, its influences and its consequences. Since power is
in the core of politics, we start by distinguishing cases of justified and non-
justified power by evaluating manners of justification of political authority,
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firstly democratic authority. At the same time, we evaluate the political
phenomenon from the perspective of different political ideologies.

The examination of the political phenomenon in our experience presupposes
the use of modern Greek history in order to recognise the various influences
of the Greek and European history in the formation of the Greek identity and
its impact in the international relations of Greek and Cypriot state. Thus, the
systematic understanding of the function of international relations and
organisations, as well as that of political economy in our era of globalisation
is significant.

Through all these academic subjects students would be equipped with the
conceptual tools for the analysis and evaluation of the political phenomenon
aiming to an accurate description and analysis of a variety of political facts
and phenomena, a necessary skill for the everyday work of the successful
journalist and communicator. Moreover, it would enable students’ critical
self-reflection on the construction and interpretation of our collective identity
and its function in journalism, communication and media literacy.
