Course Purpose
and Objectives

This module aims to assist students to recognise how social relations govern
society and determine the function of the society and the hierarchical
relations within it. Additionally, to offer a strong theoretical background that
would assist students’ reflection on the evaluation of their personal
perspectives about the Media. Those will serve as the background on which
to develop specialised techniques and professional capacities in journalism
and communication in the second year.

We start with Sociology to describe the socialisation and social consent as
well as to analyse social action with characteristic case study that of social
movements. Additionally, we use Social Psychology to examine the
interconnection of the collective social and the individual psychological
factors that determine individual action and cross-individual communication.
Our aim is to analyse individual and collective identities that are based on
different social relations and formulate our social attitudes that influence our
behaviour. Returning to the case-study of social movements, we examine
how our prejudices influence our partial and cross-group behaviour by
analysing the politicised group identity and the cross-group competition of
rival social groups.

Then, we’re moved to Cultural Studies and the influence of culture on our
meanings and ideas that create culturally determined narratives, practices,
behaviours and representations that are formed by and express the civic
hegemony. Thus, we can evaluate both liberal and Marxist analyses of the
Media. Additionally, we use Cultural Studies to examine the dynamic creation
and function of linguistic and non-linguistic symbols, messages and
meanings that construe ideological mythologies and act misleadingly in the
transition of information, as discourse analysis indicates.
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Theory (and sociology) of Sciences of modernity with its emphasis on
rationality is often been abused as pseudo-science that is formulated
according to mechanisms we described in the previous paragraphs.

Through all these academic subjects students would be equipped with the
conceptual tools for the analysis and evaluation of the social phenomenon
aiming to an accurate description and analysis of a variety of social facts and
events, a necessary skill for the everyday work of the successful journalist
and communicator. Moreover, it would enable students’ critical self-reflection
on the construction and interpretation of our collective identity and its function
in journalism, communication and media literacy aiming to the creation of an
authentically synergic climate for the promotion of the common good.
